 Wardley House and the Great Victoria Hotel are between the railway station and the campus.

Walking

Wardley House is 3 minutes walk from the Atrium on the main campus and about 10 minutes from Bradford Interchange Railway Station.  Great Victoria Hotel is a 10 to 15 minute walk from the Atrium on the main campus and just a few minutes from Bradford Interchange Railway Station.

 Bus

 Free City Bus goes from the Interchange the 'long' way around the city (it's only about 20 minutes!) and drops you off directly across from the University at Sainsbury's.  It runs from 7am-7pm Monday –Friday, 8.30am -5pm on Saturdays with no Sunday service. 
The Atrium  

The Atrium, situated in the Richmond Building is on the main campus of the university.  The Atrium is easy to spot. It looks like a giant bubble http://www.brad.ac.uk/events/venues/atrium.html 

 Taxis

Car Parking

For those staying in Wardley House there is a car park nearby. This car park is independent of Wardley House. The charges per day are relatively low however there are very few spaces.  

We have a number of permits to park at University. You will need to contact Laura immediately to secure one of these.  Please note cars are left at the owners own risk.

For those staying at the Great Victoria there is on site car parking free of charge.
Checking in to the accommodation

 In Wardley House check in is at the reception which is staffed during the hours: 9am-5pm.  If you are arriving outside these hours there will be a student warden to let you in.  You need to notify Laura of your estimated arrival time. 
In the Great Victoria Hotel check in is at the reception from 14:00
