Call for papers

This one-day workshop aims at bringing together researchers from different disciplines and backgrounds on topics of major interest for the analysis and understanding of urban economics and social dynamics. The focus will be mainly on social segregation and on criminality. Both topics have some aspects touching upon the issue of the emergence of social norms. Empirical as well as theoretical approaches (mathematical models and agent-based approaches) will be presented. Methodological aspects will also be discussed. Social scientists will present open issues in their field for which a complex system approach might be relevant.

This workshop is one of the events of ECCS'11 to be held in Vienna between the 12 and the 16 of September, 2011, and is open to any registered participant of the main conference, ECCS'11.

As North Africa struggles to deal with protests, violence and changes of government, the rest of the world looks for answers as to how and why the chaotic situation in the region has developed so quickly.

With the launch of a new database and web site tool following previously untracked types of social conflict in Africa, the Strauss Center's program on Climate Change and African Political Stability (CCAPS) enables researchers and policymakers to get closer to the answers.

The Social Conflict in Africa Database (SCAD) provides information on over 6,300 social conflict events across Africa, including strikes, riots, protests, coups and communal violence from 1990 and 2009.

Dr. Cullen Hendrix and Dr. Idean Salehyan, both assistant professors of political science at the University of North Texas and members of the CCAPS research team, created the database.

Previous datasets have collected information on civil and interstate conflict in Africa, but none have systematically looked at these other forms of unrest.

"Conventional datasets on civil and international war were missing a lot of significant events, whether it was electoral violence in Kenya or protests for independence in southern Sudan or the current crises in Libya, Egypt and Tunisia," Salehyan said.

By tracking forms of conflict not covered in previous datasets, SCAD gives the policy community, researchers and journalists new resources to analyze conflict patterns.

Henk-Jan Brinkman, Chief of Policy, Planning and Application at the United Nations Peacebuilding Support Office, described SCAD as a "critical global public good" (speaking in his personal, not official, capacity).
Social Conflict Linked to Rainfall Patterns 

Using the new Social Conflict in Africa Database, researchers find that rainfall has a surprising influence on social conflict in Africa. In recent decades, conflict events have been more common in extremely wet and dry years than in years of normal rainfall. Furthermore, violent social conflict has been more common in extremely wet years. Climate forecasts indicate that future rainfall in Africa will become more variable, with more extreme rainfall events, raising the possibility of an increase in social conflict.
