The ancient dates have been repeated in your pages over the past few days (Jan 9, pp. 15, 20; Jan 10, pp. 2, 7; Jan 11, pp. 22, 25). Sadly, your pages also report how ancient dates of victory and defeat in other parts of the world inspire ugly remembrances in the present day. This is not how we should be thinking and talking in the twenty-first century. Scotland has a proud history of participation in five developments identified in Steven Pinker’s recent book as causing the decline of violence in history. Feminization: Elsie Inglis and the Scottish Women’s Suffragette Foundation. Literature and the expansion of sympathy: Robert Burns’ ‘man to man the world o’er shall brothers be’. The Age of Reason: David Hume and the Scottish Enlightenment. ‘Gentle commerce’: Adam Smith. The Leviathan and international organisations: Andrew Carnegie and the Peace Palace in The Hague (later to house the International Court of Justice). Not ‘Scotland the Brave’ but ‘Scotland the Friend, Thinker and Social Improver’.
